SUBJECT: Crime Prevention

 

1.  Purpose: To outline the responsibilities for the prevention of crime.

2.  Responsibilities:
    a. The Commander will ensure overall compliance with the procedures outlined below.

    b. First Sergeant will distribute and maintain the DA Form 4986 (Personal Property Record).

3.  Procedure:

    a.  1SG will instruct Soldiers to inventory sensitive items upon arrival into the billets. The Soldiers will complete a DA Form 4986 listing all sensitive items.  The Soldier is required to give the DA Form 4986 to their immediate supervisor.  The supervisor will file the form with orderly room personnel. The Soldiers are required to conduct daily inventories of their sensitive items to ensure that all valuables are secured.

    b.  There are certain areas (clubs, shops, car dealers, etc.) that are designated as off-limits to military personnel.  These areas are posted on the company bulletin board.  The on-post housing areas are off limits, unless a guest of a resident.

    c. Soldiers will ensure that their vehicle is secured at all times and all valuable items are kept out of sight.  Students will report any vandalism to the Military Police and Company as soon as possible.

    d. Violations of this policy letter may result in disciplinary action under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).
