SUBJECT:  Reenlistment and NG/USAR Accession Incentives 

 

1.  In order to recognize Soldiers that reenlist in the active component, participate in the BEAR program, or transition to the National Guard/U.S. Army Reserve, the following incentives apply:
   a.   The Soldier is given the remainder of the day off following the reenlistment. This incentive will be provided only when properly coordinated with the duty section and when it does not adversely impact the mission. If the Soldier is not afforded the remainder of the day off an alternate date will be set, but not later than 30 days from the date of reenlistment.

   b.   The Soldier will receive a 4 day pass to be coordinated through the section NCOIC and with the approval of the 1SG and Commander. This incentive is to be used within 90 days of reenlistment. This pass is in addition to all other incentives awarded.
   c.   The Soldier will be exempt from the unpublished duty roster for 30 days. If a Soldier is scheduled to pull duty on a published roster, the Soldier will pull duty. It is the responsibility of the reenlisted Soldier to inform the company 1SG and the Adjutant when they want the 30 day exemption to begin. This must be accomplished within 90 days of reenlistment.
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
