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MEMORANDUM FOR Soldiers assigned to Medical Company, USA MEDDAC, Ft. Carson, CO 80913
SUBJECT:  Individual Urinalysis Testing Criteria
 

1.  Soldiers in this Command may be administered a urinalysis test at the Company Commander’s or 1SG’s discretion when any of the following criteria are met:
a.   Soldier has been referred (either by self or Command) to Army Substance Abuse Program (ASAP), and has been recommended by Clinical Director to undergo periodic urinalysis testing.

b.   Soldier has been found guilty of illegal substance abuse.

c.   Soldier is suspected or has been found guilty of theft of narcotics.
d.   Soldier has returned from AWOL and/or DFR status for any period of time, and proper documentation supports such status.

e.   The Company Commander and/or 1SG receive information giving them reasonable belief that the Soldier is currently under the influence of illegal drugs.

f.   Any memorandum indicating a discrepancy, invalid test, or adulteration of a test/sample (through fault of the Drug and Alcohol Lab, UPL, Soldier, or Observer).

g.   Failure to provide a sample at a mandatory random urinalysis, or failure to provide a sample in any of the aforementioned instances.

2.  Refusal to provide a sample may result in UCMJ and/or referral to the appropriate Deputy for further action.
