FY 2005 Course Schedule

- The complete 91W Transition is a total of 214 hours in length with the full EMT-B course (122 hours), Trauma-AIMS Course (68 hours), and BTLS-Advanced Course (24 hours).  All courses start at 0900 hours.  Uniform for all courses is BDUs for military personnel.

- Fees for all Active Duty and National Guard 91W’s will be paid for if it is the first time they are completing the training since 1 October 2001.  For all others there is a $20 fee to take the NREMT written exam and an $8.00 fee for BTLS-A certification.

- The EMT-Basic Refresher Course is 4 days in length.  The $10 Re-registration fee is payable by all individuals.

- Six-week training blocks for individuals who want to complete all (3) 91W Transition courses consecutively are offered.  These courses do not have to be taken together but is strongly advised.  Each course must be signed up for individually.  Priority is given to 91Ws who sign up for the EMT-B Course and continuing in the Trauma-AIMS and BTLS-Advanced courses.
