 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Step 1

Determined if there was an issue of dangerousness. If yes, take soldier directly to the Mental Health Clinic (4th floor of EACH, Phone 526-7155) or the Emergency Department, after duty hours. As soon as possible continue with the following steps.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Step 2

Call Mental Health Clinic (526-7155) and speak to a Dr. to insure the referral is appropriate.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Step 3

After justification is made, complete Request for Command-directed Mental Health Evaluation form (FC FL 1).

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Step 4

Notify the soldier, in writing, using Notification of the Soldier’s Rights form (FC FL 3) after justification has been cleared through one of the Mental Health Doctorate Level Providers bring the paperwork to the Mental Health Clinic (Evans Army Community Hospital 4th Floor East wing) or fax the paperwork to the Mental Health Clinic (526-7852) to ensure that the paperwork is correct and an appointment will be assigned after the paperwork has been reviewed by the Mental Health Doctor.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Step 5

On the day of the appointment have the soldier escorted to the appointment by an E-5 or higher. Unit escort must bring copies of both forms to the clinic.
