
  

 
 The Anesthesia Service at Evans Army Community Hospital 
would like you to know that we are available to assist you with 
analgesic options during your labor.  Shortly after you are 
admitted to the Labor and Delivery Unit you will meet your 
anesthesia provider who will conduct a basic history and physical 
evaluation. During the course of that evaluation, the anesthesia 
provider at your request can provide you with information 
regarding pain control options available through the Anesthesia 
Service. The goal is to put together a pain control plan that best 
compliments your birth plan in consultation with your Obstetric 
Provider. 
 
 If you have questions regarding the anesthetic services 
offered at Evans or if you have concerns specific to you or your 
child, you can discuss them with an Anesthesia Provider through a 
consult generated during a pre-natal visit. The Anesthesia Service is 
available 24 hours day to address any concerns of our expectant 
mothers and can be reached through the Labor and Delivery Unit.
